
 

 

BLUMINATION DREAM TRAIL FAQ 

1. What is the Blumination Dream Trail? 

The Blumination Dream Trail is a flat, 1 kilometer, self-guided stroll through the Village and around the Mill Pond 

featuring over a million lights and over a dozen lighting installations. Lights dance to music, which are described as 

our “light shows”, every half hour (30 minutes) from dusk-9:30pm. 

2. Is the Blumination Dream Trail pet friendly? 

Yes! We encourage you to bring your furry friend for the stroll through the Village. 

3. What does the trail cost? 

It’s FREE! 

4. What time do the lights on the trail turn on? 

Dusk-10pm. Helpful Hint: Google the sunset time. 

5. What time is each light show? 

February 1-March 6: 6:30pm, 7pm, 7:30pm, 8pm, 8:30pm, 9pm, & 9:30pm 

March 7-28: 8pm, 8:30pm, 9pm, & 9:30pm 

6. How long is each light show? 

Each light show is 3 songs in length, approximately 7 minutes per show 

7. How long does it take to walk the trail? 

This depends on your pace, but we would recommend allocating 20-30 minutes to walk the trail to fully capture 

each installation! The trail is 1 kilometer in length. 

8. When does the trail run until in the year? 

The Blumination Dream Trail is open daily from November 30, 2019 – March 28, 2020 (including holidays). 

9. Where does the trail start/stop? 

We recommend starting the trail at Fields of Dreams (Visitor Centre across from BeaverTails) and finishing at the 

Dream Tree beside the Village Stage. 

10. Is it stroller friendly? 

Yes! Please note however, the trail may be snowy at times. 

11. Are there places to rest along the trail? 

Yes, there are numerous benches along your walk you can rest at. 

12. How many installations are there to see? 

There are 11 installations listed but more light surprises along the way! 

13. What should I hashtag on social media for my Blumination Dream Trail pictures/videos? 

Use the hashtag #Blumination for a chance to be featured on the Blue Mountain Village website and social media

14. Are the lights intrusive? 

The lights are designed for your visual enjoyment, but there are some strobe lighting effects throughout the trail. 

15. How much does parking cost? 

Above ground parking is free on the Resort. If you are staying overnight in the Village Suites you can opt to pay for 

underground parking. 

16. Does the Blumination Dream Trail remain open in the rain? 

The Blumination Dream Trail is open no matter the weather, however if there is rain some installations may not be
