1. Members may vote at the meetings either in person or by proxy.  A 
proxy should be dated and signed by the Member or the Member’s 
attorney authorized in writing or, if the Member is a corporation, by a 
duly authorized officer.  If the proxy is not dated, it will be deemed to 
bear the date on which it was mailed or faxed to the Association. 

 
2. A Member may vote for the election of a director candidate that has 

been nominated by Members of the Association and is listed in the 
Information Circular but is not included in the slate of director 
candidates recommended by the Nomination Committee of the 
Board of Directors.  This can be done by striking out the words “as 
recommended by the Nominating Committee” in item 1. of the Proxy 
and replacing them with the name of the director candidate the 
Member wishes to vote for. 

 
3. A Member has the right to appoint a person other than the individuals 

specified in his proxy to represent the Member at the meetings, either 
by inserting such person’s name in the blank provided or by 
completing another proper form of proxy and, in either case, 
returning the completed proxy to the Secretary of the Association in 
time for use at the meeting. 

 
4. If this proxy is executed and delivered in favor of the individuals 

specified, the vote represented by this proxy will be cast in 
accordance with specifications made in this proxy (and, if no 
specifications are made, FOR the matters referred to herein) on 
any ballot that may be called for with respect to the matters referred 
to herein.
